APPROVAL OF MINUTES:

A motion was made by Councilman Bowerman and seconded by Councilman Casale that the minutes of the July 25, 2023,
Town Board Meeting and given to members for review, be approved. All Voting “Aye”. (Casale, Holtz, Herendeen, Bowerman,
and Ingalsbe). Motion Carried.

PRIVILEDGE OF THE FLOOR: Matt Tomlinson, Marathon Engineering, Phase 3 Amendment, Redfield
Grove Incentive Zoning project

Mr. Tomlinson stated that this project has been going back for some time and back in 2015 the Town Board approved it for
incentive zoning for this parcel as well as the residential to the north. He added that over the last 8 years, the demand really has
not been there for the commercial building as they were originally anticipated along that portion of the project. He stated that the
original incentive zoning at the northeast corner of Commercial Drive and Rt. 96 originally incorporated lot 1 into lot 2 that had
some driveway and additional parking on it, and the DeFelice’s would like to market that existing building and small parking
area to potential commercial tenants, small office type use, that would limit the amount of traffic in the driveway approximate to
the intersection of Commercial Drive and leave that building as is and it currently has a residential tenant in it and they are in the
process of moving out now and they will market that as a commercial or small business opportunity. Mr. Tomlinson stated that
originally for lots 2 through 5 there were 5 lots and 5 buildings proposed there, with a sixth on lot 71, the overall proposal is
extremely similar to the original conditions and the impacts that they have identified really fall within the bounds of what the
Board previously approved and considered back when this was done originally. He added that they request the Board to refer this
to the Planning Board for their consideration prior to the Town Board acting on the incentive zoning modifications. He stated
that they have kept the overall square footage of the buildings, overall square footage of the lots, consistent with the original
approval. He added that with this proposal they are pushing all the pavement up to the side yard of the fronts of the lots and
further away from residential, this allows them to provide a 6 ft. high solid screen fence and landscaping between the
development and the residential to the east, they think that is a benefit to the neighborhood and overall design. This also allows
for more efficient use for business/retail type uses that they would like to put into those buildings versus straight commercial or
more utilitarian design where there is doubled loaded parking along the drive out with limited or shared access points between all
of them to help simplify circulation. Mr. Tomlinson stated that Lot 71 would be a stand alone for the same type of development
as previously approved because it is an undeveloped lot within the incentive zoning, they are including it in this modification
request, but that development if and when the incentive is identified would be consistent with what they are proposing here. He
added that they did submit some generic elevations that would be similar to the northwest corner, which is a building that was
recently constructed by the DeFelice’s, very similar to architecture, matching of materials.

Supervisor Ingalsbe corrected Mr. Tomlinson when he stated that the residential was to the west of the design and he meant to
say to the east. Mr. Tomlinson agreed. Councilman Holtz asked if the rear setbacks to the buildings are to be changed, Mr.
Tomlinson replied that the existing zoning was 30 ft. and they are proposing 24 ft., that is the building setback, and originally
there was a 24 ft. wide (16 ft or 20 ft wide) asphalt drive isle at the rear so that shrunk the greenspace to 12-14 ft. and they have
increased that to essentially 20 ft. and increased buffering. Councilman Holtz stated then there is no asphalt behind the building,
Mr. Tomlinson replied just the concrete sidewalk to allow access to the building and egress storage right up against the back of
the building. Councilman Bowerman stated that he was not on the Board when this was approved, he asked if anything needs to
be done at the intersection of Rt. 96 and Commercial Drive, was there a traffic study done for that yet. Mr. Brand replied that the
right-turning lane has been put in there.

Mr. Tomlinson stated that since this was approved in 2015, the Town has enacted the (Main Street) overlay district so along Rt.
96 they will be adding light poles along the frontage when it gets developed, sidewalks are already there, but they will be
consistent with the mainstream overlay district that they need to comply with.

WHEREAS, said project includes the design and construction of an on-site wastewater treatment system, and the construction of
a handicapped accessible rest room within the chapel; and

WHEREAS, the total costs for these essential improvements is $48,000.00; and

WHEREAS, the Association is seeking a grant in the total amount of $33,000.00 (68.75% of the above referenced total cost);
and

WHEREAS, the Association is providing a total of $12,000.00 in cash (36% of total cost) and $3,000.00 in-kind labor, materials
and administration, for a combined total match (31.25% of total cost), which exceeds the minimum matching funds established
under the above referenced Rescue Act; and

WHEREAS, the identified scope of this essential project is totally dependent upon the requested grant funds that will enable the
timely public opening of this historic non-sectarian chapel structure to coincide with the South Farmington Historic District
recognition approval from the National and New York State Registries of Historic Places; and

WHEREAS, the adopted 2021 Edition of the Town of Farmington Comprehensive Plan contains the following Planning
Objective which is relevant to the proposed grant project, which reads ... “Sustain and improve the built environment, including

Motto... “Preserving our Past, Protecting our Present and Promoting our Future.”
